&ldquo;wait&ldquo; (no refunds). Needless to say, | was pissed. It had been over an hour and a half, and all | had was
275 gold out of a 2000 gold purchase.

Rethinking "What Is Cheap World of Warcraft Gold"

While all this was going on, | was explaining the situation to RL friend who suggested that in the mean time | use one of
the new Warcraft gold guides | had received for promotional purposes thru the website. | had nothing to do but wait for
god knows how long, so | though &ldquo;what the hell&rdquo; and gave it a shot. | wasn&rsquo;t in the mood to read a
bunch of stuff, so I quickly scanned for the meat-n-potatos.

Finding "Cheap Warcarft Gold"
